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T HE P RETF /A C E.

AVING had the honour of Publithing a Serecrion oF
Hywuns, as an Appendix to Dr. Watts’s Hymns and Pfalms,
which . has met a favourable reception among good men of diferent
denominations, at home and abroad, fo that more than Ten Thoufand
copies have been fold within five years; repeated enquiries have been
made for Tunes fuited to many of the Hymns, efpecially thofe which are
in peculiar metres. Thefe enquiries ha—-e been partly anfwered fome-
¢times by mentioning one author, and ‘.aen another ; but the purchafing
and ufing of feveral books, being found inconvenient, it was thought
One Volume might be Publithed, which fhould remedy this evil, con-
tain a greater variety than any other book extant—and be calculated to
unite London and the Country in finging.

With this in view it appeared advifable, not only to adopt thofe which

are allowedly the beft Tunes fung in the Diflenting Meeting-Houfes,
and other {ocieties in the Metropolis, but alfo to obtain lifts of fuch as are
ufed in the principal congregations throughout England, paying, at the
fame time, a due regard to others which are highly efteemed in the fo-
reign churches.
- The familiar Introdu&ion which follows this Preface, makes it
_l%l)lite unneceflary for me to treat of Mufic as a Science, were I ever fo
able to do it ; but it cannot I think, be improper to fuggeft a hint or two
concerning the devotional performance of P{falmody.

It is'generally allowed, that of all the Services in which good men on
earth can be engaged, none is more fublime and elevating than finging

the praifes of God. In bearing the word of God, we place ourfelves at his
feet as the children of ignorance, hoping to be made wife unto falvation.
Performing the awor of Prayer, we are only Beggirs of a querior clafs ;
but when the bigh praifes of God, in our mouths, are infpirited with
gratitude to him who fitteth upon the throne, and to the Lamb, then
we rife above the lower forms of chriftianity, wear a charalter more
illufirious than the wreftling Jacob, the petitionary Samuel, or even the
almoft omnipotent Mofes, being affimilated to Saints and Angels, all
happy and triumphant before the throne of God, made blefled of him
and wifthing him bleffed. -

But facred and tranfporting as this work is, when devoutly performed,
it muft be for a lamentation, that of a// the parts of public worfhip #bis 13,
in general, performed with the leaft Terioufnefs, and is very often moft
thamefully proftituted. In fome congregations, even where there 1s more
than a little of the life and power of religion, formality diftinguifhes this
{ervice, or elfe a want of decency. Serioufnefs in prayer, and foundnefs
in preaching, have been the AUl in All of public worthip, while propriety,
ferioufnefs, and devotion, in fnging, have been almoft entirely out of the
queftion. Hence, of the many who have religion enough to complain,
when they do not enjoy God under the word, and in public prayer ; how
few are there who are ever heard, in a becoming manner, to mourn theit
want of gratitude and joy, while the praifes of God were fung. It looks
as though they did not at all expe&, or even defire a divine blefling 1n
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this part of worthip, for if they did, and were difappointed, would it not
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be a matter of forrow to them. Of .thefe things many valuable mi-
nifters and others have long complained, not without {fome efforts to
remedy the evil—but it appears that thefe have been feeble, temporary,
and not always Eroportioned to the magnitade of the objet. Muft we
therefore now fay that it is a gone cafe, and that the beauty of this part
of holy worthip is everlaftingly irrecoverable? rather let our zeal for
reformation be worthy of the caufe we efpoufe—and the God we blefs.

It would probably be a more eafy than welcome tafk, to fuggeft hints

charalters—to CrLerks, fuch who are fit for their office, and others who
are incompetent—to MinisTERS, who are. properly attentive to this
part of public worthip, and thofe who behave as though they had nothing
&t allto do with it. A few pages, on thefe fubjets I have ventured to
draw up, and in conneftion with them have gathered from the fcriptures,
the accounts we have of fanding whilethe praifes of God are fung.—1 have
alfo made quotations from Ainsworth, Bithop Lowth, Dr. Gill, and
many other very learned and evangelical writers in favour of refponfive
finging, of which Fra&ice there are numerous examples in the word of
God. Thefe articles when finithed, fhall be procurable at an eafy price.

At prefent, I tender my fincere acknowledgements to thofe gentlemen
from various parts, who have favoured the Sgele&ion with hints—advice

~—fcarce mufical books, and original compofitions. On perufing the
volume they will find that fome of their favours have not been inferted ;
but when they recolle@® that as every one had 'a Hymn or a Pfalm in

Apoftolic days, fo almoft every one now has his Tune or Tunes made

of reformation, to CONGREGATIONS at large—to SINGERS O different .

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by himfelf, or his favourite compofer ; it is hoped that approbation will
prevent cenfure—efpecially when affurance is here given, that no ane
iece has been adopted or rejected from an unjuft partiality ; but that the
?ele&ion has been made with an uniform endecavour to render it complere
and generally ufeful, though it 1s principally adapted to Dr. Watts's
Hymns and Pfalms, and to my Sc=le€tion of Hymns. Competent judges
who know the good ftandard T'unes belonging to the old fchool, and can
jultly appreciate the more lively airs of Pfalmody, will find, in their own
wifdom, the reafon why fome iefs valuable old tunes and others of the fame
defcription among the new, were omitted. To their candour the
volume 1s fubmitted. |
If this publication fhould be the humble inftrument of leflening the
forrows, aiding the afpirations-and elevating the joys of good men; fo
that glorying in the Lamb which was flain, and advancing toward the
heavenly city in all the variety of fong, they at length join in full
concert, the celeftial and everlaftingly enraptured quire of the redeemed
—no higher fatisfaltion than this, feparate from a profpe& of everlafling
perfonal felicity, can poflibly be enjoyed in the regions of fallen hu-
manity : and were my own head frequently bound round with weeping-wil-
lows, while the harp lies neglefted on the ground, I would neverthelefs
make a fingle effort to glorify God, and if it were but one, it fhould bé
this—to encourage all the thoufands of Ifrael to ﬁng in the ways of the Lord.

A BRIEF INTRODUCTION TO PSALMOUDTY.

T H E prattice of Sacred Mufic being fo agreeable and. noble it is no wonder that numerous perfons are inclined to ftudy the
- art ; but as words cannot of themfelves exprefs founds, few are able to attain any proficiency in this pleafing f{cience,

without the help of a mafter.—~To affift the ideas of the pupil, and eafe the labour of the tutor, the following brief obfervations
are thrown together. -

CHARACTERS USED IN PsALMoDY.
The firft thing a learner ought to attain, is a proper knowledge of the cLaralters by which mufic is exprefled.

' Line. Space. Line and Space.
are diftinguifhed from each other by feven letters, every eighth being a repetition of the fame. The fituation of ‘thefe letters on

the Staff is governed by certain charaflers called CLiFFs. The fir#? is the G CLiff ; the belly of which is placed on the fecond
line, and that line is called G ; this Cliff properly belongs to the Treble part, or the principle air of the piece. The fecond is
«<alled the C . CIiff ;E which is placed upon any of the five lines, and that line on which it is placed, "is called C; this Cliff is
chiefly ufed for the inuer parts (viz.) Alto or Contra Tenor, and Tenor ; in the former it is placed on the middle line, but in
the latter on the fourth. The third is called the F CIiff '-'_'_5_% and is now always placed on the fourth line, which is called F:

As it is impoffible to explain Sound merely by words, we muft have recourfe to example. The firft attempt that is generally.
made, in order to tune the voice, is by afcending and defcending eight notes, or founds; which founds, confifting of unequal
diftances, require a particular explanation, as from this inequality proceeds the difficulty and great variety which are found in mufic..

A peal of eight well tuned bells, will help to explain a few particulars relative to the aforementioned founds. Whoever, with
an ear for mufic, attends to the regular ringing of eight bells, 'may obferve, that the diftance of found from bell to bell is not equal ;-
the found of the firft, or little bell; being much nearer to the fecond, and alo the found of the fifth to the {ixth, than between any-

other two bells. The greater diftanges are called Zones, and the lefler diftances are called. Half, or Semi-Tones ; there being nearly
the fame difference between them, as in the inch,and half-inch, in meafurement. The Tones are alfo divided into Semi-tones, by

the help of Sharps and Flats, whofe ufe is before explained. Although the little bell, or treble, and the great bell, or tenor, are

eight notes apart, they may be faid to produce one and the fame {ound, the fhrill toneof the treble, and the more fonorous tone of

the tenor, being the only real difference between them : this is called the O&ave, which the learner will do well to make himf{elf

~_acquainted with ; as thinking on his oftave, or eighth note, will enable him the more readily to ftrike a diftant found. lhe eight.

The Key, or key note, is acertain fundamental found or tone, tqwhich the reft are:acconiodated. And here before we proceed,
it fhould be obfcrved, that though in defcribing the irregularity of founds by a peal of bells, we reckoned from the Zop, i.e. the

higheft bell, yet when {peaking of mufic, without that allufion, we always reckon from the Bozzom.
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There are two keys, and but two, which are called the Sharp, and the Flat key, i. e. the Chearful and the Plaintive. Thefe
differ from each other, with refpect to the fituation of the femitones ; the Sharp key having them between the third and fourth, the.
feventh and eighth; whereas, in the Flat key, they are between the fecond and third, the fifth and fixth; hence the third; fixth,
and feventh of thefe keys, differ ; the tharp key having one femitone more in each than the flat key. 1 R

The only natural fharp key is founded on C, and the only natural flat key on A ; all the reft are imperfe, in either of the
forementioned charalters, until made perfet by flats or fharps, the femitones being out of due order. Note, the flat- key- is
alfo efteemed imperfect, it being found requifite to fharp the feventh at times, and always before a clofe. Now as there are but
two letters, out of the feven, compleat, it remains to thew how the others are made compleat. - |

TRANSPOSITION or KEYS.

The tranfpofition of keys is the removal of the eight notes, and tune, &c. into the various letters, that
‘the tune may be higher or lower, as beft fuits the compafs’ of the voice. - It has beéen “obferved, both that the
whole tones may be, and are, divided into femitones, and that the fituation "of the two femitones is fixed: when
therefore a tune is too high, or too low, for one letter, it is placed on fome other more adapted to ‘it: for in-
ftance,” Irifb Tune being in the dharp: key, would be too high, if placed on C, the only natural fharp key; the”' G key is
much more adapted to it; but the femitones.being fixed for C, as the only natural fharp key, G is confequently imperfe&t, until
the femitone, placed between E and F, be removed between F and G, and fixed there, though before it was fituated between'E and -
F: thus G is made the fharp key. Obferve, the b key hath a clofe affinity to the ® key, for as A the natural p key is the
third letter below C the natural ® key, fo E is rendered a flat key, by being the third letter below G, when G is made fharp.
The femitones are fo much out of their regular order, with refpeét to fome of the letters, that it requires feveral flats or fharps to
place them right ; this is perplexing to young beginners ; but, if they make themfelves well acquainted with their tru¢ fituation,
they will foon perceive how many are needful : for .nftance, E is rendered a flat key, by one fharp on F only, but to conftitute E
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the fharp key, four are requifite, which will clearlf appear if the irregular firuation of the femitones is obferved. It hath been
noticed that they ought to be between the third and fourth, the feventh and eighth ; but they are naturally from E between the firft
and fecond, the fifth and fixth. :

. We will remove the /o uef? of thefe fir/f, which is done by two fharps, one placed on F, and another on G; thefe remove the
femitone from between E and F, to between G and A :° To remove the latter, two others are placed on C and D, thefe remove
it from between B and C, to between D and E ; thus E is made a fharp key. B

The laft note in the Bafs is always the key of the tune, and the moft téeady way to know whether it isin the ® or the § key,
is by examining its third ; if it confifts of two whole tones, it is a major third and confequently a x key ; butif it contains cmry
one tone and one femitone, it is a minor third, and of courfe a b key.

[ am aware that many young beginners are not readily brought to fee the neceflity of thus tranfpofing the femitones, in the
manner defcribed ; becaufe, they cannot perceive more difficulty in finging a tune in E, with four fharps, than in C without any.
1t is true, to the human voice, the fharp key and the flat key is the fame in all the letters ; but thofe who play on the moft ﬁmp?e
infiruments, know that they cannot play the fame air on every letter, unlefs they divide their tones; in order to remove the femi=
tones, as we have defcribed, which they find attended with dificulty: and although a perfon may be able to fing a plain piece,
without 2 knowledge of tranfpofition, yet he will find himfelf much at a lofs, when attempting to fing a piece that runs into a
varicty of keys. In order to render an acquaintance with tranfpofition ftill more familiar, the following example will difcover at

one view, all the ufual keys both by tharps and flats. ,Here obferve, that as. C and A are called the two natural keys, all the reft
are denoininated artificial keys. | .

a parcicular explanation therefore of the various moods, will not be thought unneceffary. |
T -ere are two forts of tyme ufed in pfalmody, and thefe are divided into feveral parts.

Commorn Time is exprefled by four moods, é E é i the fir/? is the floweft mood, and ufed chicfly in grave

and folemn pieces; this mood contains four crotchets in the bar, which are held while you nray leifurely count four. The
fecond mood contains four crotchets alfo, but it is more lively, and fung fomething quicker than the tit. The third ¢ontiing two
minims in the bar, equal in time with two crotchets in the firft mood. The /4ff contaihs twWo c¢rotchets in thie bar, which are equal
in tune with two crotchets in the {econd mood.

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AcceNT is as néceflary in mufic, as itisin poetry. The accentin the two firft moods of Common Time, falls on the firft and
third crotchet in the bar; but the two laft hath the accent on both. notes, yet principally on the firft. 1ln Triple Time, the chiek
accent falls on the firft minim, crotchet, &c. in'the bar. -

In beating or keeping the time all violent motion fhould be avoided, or the performer will expofe himfelf to ridicules. The /eaf?

motion of the hand or foot, is far better and more graceful, than the convulfive agitations, which often attend beating of time
among junior performers ;- and by which the eye is offended, the ear difgufted, and the pleafure of the mufic leflened.
" Pra&itioners thould beat the firft, and fometimes the fecond mood in Commor Time, twice down, and twice up, always remems=
bering to have the hand or foot down at the beginning, and up at the end of the bar. But they fhould beat the two laft, and
fometimes the fecond mood once down, and once up in the bar: the reafon why the feeond mood 1is beat differently, arifes from
the variety of fubjeCls : Some tunes having this mood, are calculated to exprefs bold and ftrong ideas, while others, {till governed
by the fame mood, are more proper for foft, fmooth, and flowing fubjetts : in the former cafe, it is requifite to beat twice down,
and fwice up, that each note may be expreffive; but in the latter, once down and once up is better adapted to produce a {mooth
and gliding tone, although there may be no real difference in the time.

OF GRACEFUL SINGIN G.

A petfon may be well acquainted with all the various chara&ers in pfalmody, he may alfo be able to fing his part in true time,
and yet ‘his performance be far from pleafing, if it be devoid of neceflary embellithments : his manner and bad expreffion may
confpire to render it difagreeable. A few plain hints may tend to corre&t thofe errors in pra&ice.

It i1s by no means neceflary to conftitute a good finger, that he fing very loud ; yet the conduét of fome would lead us to think
that this was the principal criterion, as they fing, or.rather bawl fo exceedingly loud, that their faces are quite diftorted with the
violence done to harmony, while not only the tone of the voice, but the true found of the notes is deftroyed by fuch undue exer-
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tions. The mouth fhould beopened freely, but not toe wide, this would entirely deftroy a good tone, and prevent juft expreflion.
In finging, imitate the elegant expreflion of the orator, rather than the drawl of the clown. Some perfons pronounce their words
tolerably well in foft finging, but exceedingly bad when they fing louder, which is.owing to the falfe idea that they cannot make too
much noife mn the forte parts; if any do fo, let them remember that expreffion is one of the greatgft beauties in mufic, and
that to {poil the expreflion of a word, in order to fing the louder, istruly abfurd. Indeed there are fome words not {o agreeable to
exprefs in finging as others, fuch as bring, thing, &c. which are too often fung breing, - theing, &ec. but there are a few words which
Should vary a little from common pronunciation ; fuch as end in’ i and y ; and thefe thould vary two ways. The following method
has been generally recommended. In finging, it is right to pronounce masefly, mighty, lofty, &c. fomething like majeftee, mightee,
loftee, &c. but the fenfé of fome other words, would be deftroyed- by this mode of expre them ; Tuch as fanétify, juflify, glorify,
&c. 'thefe fliould partake of the vowel O rather than ee, and be founded foméwhat like fan&ifoy, juftifoy, glorifoy, &c. It would
be fomewhat difhcult to defcribe this exaltly, however, the extreme fthould be avoided on both fides. It may not be amifs toadd,
that my fhould partake of both the forementioned variations, according to the conne&ion in which it ftands. In‘all quick pafing
notes, it fhould partake of the e, but of the o in longer founds, and efpecially at the beginning of a line.. For fuppofing the line’
t. be ¢ My foul praife the Lord, &c.” how abfurd it would be to fing, M¢efoul praife the Lord, &c. Another fault, which thould
be guarded againft, is the beginning a line with a confonant, with which the laft foregoing line ended. This is owing to the re-
taining the found of the laft note in theline, until the firft nete of the next line begins. Thete is no failing more eafy to correct
than this ; for a fhort ceflation of found between the lines, which ought to be obferved, would prevent fuch a difagreeable prattice.

Grace NovEes, when ufed with judgment, add greatly to' the beauty of finging; but it is better to amit them altogether,
than to introduce them injudicioufly. George’s Tune, as it is commonly fung, is really fpoiled by improper grace notes. The
manner in which they fhould be ufed, is better learned from obfervation, than by defcription ; let it fuffice to fay; that they are

not, in general, to be fung as flrong as the real notes of the tune, but gently touched ; being only defigned to introduce the
next note with more tafte. b 2 a
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The TRILL 6R SHAKSE, is the Iaft grace generally attained, on account of its being the moft difficult. Few in comparifon
are able to ufe it with credit to themfélves. The trill thould be adopted with great caution, and-the only place where it can be
ahggis introduced with propriety, is at the clofe ‘of a tune. Itis exprefled by alternately founding two notes in the throat pretty

There fhould
be a kind of eafe, and feeming negligence in the performery but without bordering on levity or affe@®ation.” | "
dn keeping the Time, beware of _con,traéting any aukward method, as it will ffamp formality on every note. The leaft motion of
the fingar is quite enough ; more would be fuperfluous, Where a company of fingers are together, it is ufual for one to govern the
time¢; he alone fhould ufe any vifible motion ; all the reft {hould follow him, or their condu& will tend only to breed confufion.
Some perfons can kee%ood time without beating it; the pleafure and eafe attending this perfeCtion, amply repay the trouble of
wiring it.  Driving Notes, as it is called, is much better-done by fuch, than b tholi who labour at time-beating.

n pitching the Tune, care thould be taken to fet it in fuch a key, as will enable the congregation to join in the higheft notes
with tolerable cafcﬁ and thofe who take the bafs to fing the loweft, without a grumbling tone. All the tunes 'in this Szle&tion
arfiIPlaced in fuch keys, as appeared likely to anfwer thefe purpofes. |

No tune that has arepeat, in the middle of a line, thould be fung to fuch hymns whofe words would be divided by it, nor is it
fufficient that it goes will to a verfe or two, if it does not fuit the whole hymn, it ought to be rejected. |

. In‘fine, to roat out wrong habits and to attain fuch as are excellent, requires much affiduity, and whether it be done by obferva-
tion or raading, the firft attempts fhould be made’in private. -

able) a kind hint from any mufical friend or gentleman, will be thankfully received.

The refpet I have for Mr. Rippon induced me, with chearfulnefs, to afift him in the execution of this work, and the recolletion
of that friendfhip which fubfifted between him znd my late father, greatly increaled my pleafure. But it is not the leaft part of my
fatisfaltion to refle€t that I may be ufeful in aflifting the pious pleafure of many good men, who will hereafter unite (perhaps
accompanied with Gabyiel’s harp) in finging that beft of fongs, the fong of Mofes and the Lamb, through along eternity.

HEN this Work was firft made known to the Public, it was found to be the wifth of fome Perfons both in Town and
Country, to have the Tunes fet in Four Parts, while others thought that Three Parts were fufficient ; but the Sele&ion

being intended for general ufe, it appeared eligible to adopt a plan which might fuit both, without increafing the Price or Size of
the Book. Many of the Pieces in this Volume were originally compofed in Three Parts, and confequently muft have under-
gone confiderable alteration, had a Fourth Part been added to them with any propriety. Others, made in Four Parts, would have

loft much of their beauty (when f{ung by a Choir) had One of the Parts been omitted.

In allthe Four-Part Tunes which would admit of an agreeable SEcoND TREBLE, it has been preferred, as in the general it may
be fung by Men where Treble vqices are deficient; but in a few Tunes that called for the TENOR, rather than a Second, the
Tenor is put in its proper Cliff : namely, the C Cliff, and fo is the ALTo in all the Four-Part Tunes, that Ledger Lines might be

avolded as much as poffible ; but in all the Tunes of Three Parts, the G CIiff is made ufe of, the upper part. of fuch being, in
neral, a compound of all the inner Parts. The A1r is placed next the Bafs in all the Thtee-Part Tunes, and fuch with Four
